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HOW COULD THIS THING BE? THE HEATHEN PRAY! 

I know that is a strange beginning or should 

I say caption, but what you are looking at in 

this picture cannot be described in words or 

picture. But I will do my best to give you 

an understanding of what is happening so 

you can understand that the power and 

providence of God is beyond our ability to 

comprehend! 

 December a year ago, you will 

remember, we reported in letters and maga-

zines about the unbelievable happening in 

the Rift Valley of Tanzania where the 

population is almost 100% Masai heathens. 

How God opened the door for us to go in 

with a crusade and take the Gospel where it 

had never been before. Missionaries had 

not been allowed in this region in the thou-

sands of years of history. They practice 

witchcraft, sacrifice their children on alters 

of false Gods! 

 Then, by the providence of God, 

they sent for us and gave us authority over 

their chiefs and the people under those 

chiefs to lead them to the true God, Jeho-

vah, which would have to be by accepting 

Jesus Christ and the blood he shed. We then 

went into the southern end of the valley 

near Caratu about 20 kilometers and set up 

a gospel tent, a stage, and had a crusade. 

Many accepted Christ and prayed a sinnerôs 

prayer. Being that they were total heathens 

at that point it was hard to judge just how 

deep the experience went. But believe me, 

the Gospel cannot ever be counted as 

void! It is the Power of God unto Salva-

tion! Later in the magazine you will see 

the picture of the little mud church that is 

packed full of those new converts (About 

125-150), it has been built on the site of 

the crusade, and the pastor is a very young 

man named Gideon who Bro. Rick Dero-

cher has taught at least one semester in 

our Deliverance Bible Institute in Moshi 

on the orphanage grounds. 

 The chief who brought us in and 

gave us authority is named Olepero. He is 

a powerful traditional chief! He has au-

thority over many chiefs and people. The 

main village he is over is Ingaroca. That is 

on the far north end of the Rift Valley, 

about 60 kilometers from where the first 

crusade was. Let me throw this in. The 

road and journey is beyond words! It is no 

land or job for the faint of heart!! 

 Bro. Irvin Ambrose, Bro. Greg 

Roberts, and myself went on the last mis-

sionary trip to Tanzania and ultimately the 

Rift Valley on the 22nd of November 

2011 and returned on Dec. 1st 2011. 

(WHAT A FAST MOVING TRIP!) We 

landed on the ground running. Bro. Rob-

erts and Bro. Ambrose were great men 

and delivered the Gospel under the anoint-

ing. See in the picture where Bro. Roberts 

was preaching in Ingaroca to many people 

with chief Olepero was there in the crowd. 

He had heard the Gospel a few times but for 

some reason the message Bro. Roberts 

preached that day had a powerful affect on 

this man of high authority! Thatôs just how 

the Gospel works! This was my 53rd trip to 

that country and I have never seen it fail to

 We then came back to chief 

Olepero's village and, as is custom, we sat 

on little crude benches and talked about the 

Gospel and how to spread the Gospel to his 

people. Now to the title! HOW COULD 

THIS THING BE!  

 It was during that conversation 

that the chief asked that we would have 

prayer for him and his wife. They not only 

knelt on their knees, they got down on the 

ground on their hands and knees and began

hands and knees! God worked a powerful 

miracle in his heart and here is the end 

result! 

 When he got up, he stood and said 

ñWhen you return the last of February or 

the first of March, I will have my whole 

family together and we will go to the river 

and be baptized! I am going to gather all 

the chiefs that are under me together and 

when I come up out of the water I am go-

ing to stand up before them all and make 

this proclamation!!! I AM DENOUNCING 

ALL MY MASAI TRADITIONS AND 

HEATHEN CUSTOMS AND PRO-

CLAMING THAT I AM A FOL-

LOWER OF JESUS CHRIST!ò 

WOW! That my friend is about as 

powerful as it gets! It could start a 

riot or a revival! I am believing God 

for a harvest of souls that will liter-

ally shake that entire part of the 

world! 

 Please pray that God will 

supply all the financial needs to 

move forward in building churches 

in this valley for these people as 

they come to Christ! 

This is the stick and mud church that Pastor Gideon has established since December 2010 on the location where we put up the old 

tent and had our first crusade in the Rift Valley.  We had a service there on our way to Ingaroca and they have at least 125 fully 

converted Masai who are living holiness and separated lives fully delivered from the powers of witchcraft and demon worship.  

Believe it or not, we watched them receive the baptism of the Holy Ghost in that service.  They have had little, if not any, teaching 

on the doctrine.

Once again let me re-

mind you that this 

church started out of 

the first crusade that 

we had in the Rift Val-

ley.  The Pastor of this 

church has been a stu-

dent of our Bible 

School at Safe Haven 

Orphanage and this is 

where we will build 

our first church in the 

Rift Valley as soon as 

our equipment arrives 

from America.   
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Here is a picture as proof of what we wrote in the article, when Chief Olepero and his wife got on their hands and knees, on 

the ground and called on Jehovah God and the salvation of His Son, Jesus Christ!  You need to spend some time looking 

very hard at this picture and realize that a Masai Chief of high authority is allowing holiness preachers to lay hands on him 

and pray in full view of his village.  He is putting on display, without fear, that he has a true heart for the Gospel and has 

made up his mind that he is going to present it to his people because he fully believes it is their only answer.  PRAISE GOD! 

This is Pastor Gideon who pas-

tors the little mud church on the 

previous page.  He is a precious 

person who himself has been 

converted from Masai and hea-

thenism and loves God with all 

of his heart.  He is standing here 

helping Bro. Roberts preach in 

this village of Ingaroca, deep in 

the Rift Valley where the tradi-

tions and customs of these peo-

ple that have stood for thousands 

of years is being reversed and 

turned from darkness to light.  

We pray that God will lay it on 

someoneôs heart to sponsor the 

construction of a church around 

this mud and stick structure so 

that the old mud church can be 

torn down and this young man 

will have a place to reap the har-

vest that is sweeping the Rift 

Valley as God has promised.

Also the hor-

rible suffering for the sake of the true 

Gospel they are facing now, and what is 

surely to come as they press harder to 

break free from thousands of years of 

demonic culture and tradition. 

 Since becoming acquainted 

with Pastor Joram and the great people 

from Simanjiro and preaching the cru-

sade there in December 2010, God has 

not only joined us together in labor and 

spirit, but they have let us be a part of 

helping new regions of the Masai peo-

ple. 

 While we were there we were 

asked to go into a very hard region 

called Mererani. You will see a few pic-

tures, but as always, you will never be 

able to glean the real setting of that 

place! These are converted Masai! They 

are not only converted but they are led 

by a great pastor named Loy, who is full 

of the Holy Ghost and facing things that 

I know not many in this country would 

think of facing and still standing 

strong!!! 

 PERSECUTION! Thatôs right! 

Beaten and tortured and put in jail! 

These peopleôs pitiful stick and mud 

church has been torn down three times 

while they were tortured and their 

wives abused while they watched! 

Believe it or not, it is the Lutheran, 

along with the traditional Masai, 

that do not want the customs and 

traditions broken, and the support 

of the Government police that are 

doing these terrible things! Some 

are still in jail as you read this arti-

cle! BUT LISTEN TO THIS! The 

next Sunday they were right back 

under that tree preaching and sing-

ing again! 

 We did not have a service 

there, but we spent time discussing 

their plight and they asked us to 

pray that God would help us build 

them a cement block church so it 

cannot be torn down. PLEASE 

PRAY WITH US! That God will 

supply the funds! There is really 

no limit as to what could be done if 

the funds were supplied! 

 We moved on from there 

in the early afternoon towards a 

village named Mbili where a cru-

sade service had been announced 

and a large crowd of people were 

waiting in another pitiful stick and 

mud church. This church has been 

torn down FIVE times, and like-

wise they have been severely per-

secuted! But WOW! What a power 

was in that place! 

REAL PERSECUTION BECAUSE THEY NAME THE NAME OF CHRIST 

The pitiful structure they are now worshipping in since their church has been torn down 3 times.   Women who have been tortured and abused while their husbands 
were forced to watch. 

Above is a picture of Pastor Loy who in his head 

bears the scars of being beaten for the Gospelôs 

sake under this tree while his church was being torn 

down.  He has been put into jail and threatened with 

his life but he will not relent.  We must help him.  

    Below is a picture of the man who was threat-

ened with his life when he told that he was going to 

give this plot of land to build the church.  Notice 

the leather wrapping around his leg where it was 

broken as they beat him.  He told me he will die if 

he has to, to see this church built.  I wonder if we 

would do the same for Christôs sake? 
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Above is a picture of a most pitiful mud and stick church in the region of Mbili, It has been torn down 5 times and replaced 

by the Pastor that you see pictured below.  His name is Noah and through an interpreter he told me that he intends to stand 

firm and see a strong cement church built here on this plot.  Oh, what a joy to be a part of that construction!  These people 

are sincere through their persecution and are determined to carry on.  We will  take a few pictures and try to take you inside 

where the power of God was beyond words, and the service lasted for hours.   

To the left if you look closely 

you will see Bro. Greg Rob-

erts in the blue shirt in the 

middle of this crowd inside of 

the church.  While he was 

preaching he simply said, 

ñHow many want more of 

God?ò  They stampeded him,  

They fell on their face, and 

called out to God like you 

will seldom see anywhere.  In 

the other picture you will see 

sincerity as they weep on a 

dirt floor and call on the name 

of the Lord.  At any moment 

hard men could show up and 

beat these people, (including 

us) and tear down this church. 

But it is worth the price!
